• Write a three-digit number 

on an index card. Have 
you r child write 100 under 
the hundreds p lace for 
each 100 ofthe number. 
Then write 10 under the 
tens p lace for each 1 O 
needed and finally 1 under 
the ones place for each 
one needed (e.g., 324 = 
100, 100, 100, 10, 10, 1, 
1, 1, 1 ). 

• Have you r child write the 
given number in expanded 
form (e.g., 423 = 400 + 20 
+ 3), then write the same 
number in words (e.g., four 
hundred twenty-three).
